There is a problem of identifying the attributive characteristics
of photographs from the period of the Great Patriotic War. As evidenced
by the analysis of data from the State Catalog of the Museum Fund
of the Russian Federation. In order to resolve it, one should take into ac-
count the fact that photographs from museum collections serve as compe-
tent historical and cultural sources only if they are properly attributed with
the identification of all possible characteristics. Only if the original photo-
graph is proven to have historical, memorial, scientific or artistic value
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based on the results of museum attribution, it can be included in the main
fund of the museum. Accordingly, to become a part of the State Catalog
of the Museum Fund of the Russian Federation.
